TALK ABOUT IT 

One of the best ways that we can share the hope of the Gospel with others is by sharing 
about what God has done in our own life. Gather as a family and tell stories of where God 
has shown up in your lives. Start a family “God Stories” journal. Once a week, gather as a 
family and share anything new that God has done. Take time afterwards to pray and give 
thanks to God for all He has done! We can always trust God.

• What did Paul do?

• Did everything happen as Paul said it would? (hint: read v. 41 and 44)
