He sought them because He
wanted to save them from their sins and bring them into a relationship
with God.

@ CREATIVE CONNECTION

Play a game of “I've Been Changed” hangman. Write some phrases on
slips of paper that are things people may do differently if they have
been changed by God. (ex: Be kind no matter what, read God's Word,
etc.) Pick who will go first and have them pick a phrase from the bag.
Then, they will write enough spaces on the paper for each letter of the
phrase. Next, family members will take turns calling out letters until the
hangman is either complete or the correct answer is guessed. Remind
your child that when you are following Jesus, people should see that
God has changed your heart by how you act.
