APPLICATION

• Throughout the morning, we were reminded that people come to Christ, but they rarely 

come alone. Often, people come to faith by being led by other people. Is there a role 

you need to take in someone’s life to share Christ with them…or…do you need to accept 

someone else’s influence? In other words, how can you be active in that equation—

either leading or following someone to Christ?
