APPLICATION

• Andrew shared many reasons why we might not engage in prayer: busyness, self-

sufficiency, sin, or internal thoughts of lies about God. Which of these resonate with you?

• What seems impossible in your life right now?

NEXT STEPS 

This week, bring the things you think are impossible to God. Tell the Lord, “Here are the 

things that seem impossible to me…” and then go on to ask him, “Lord, how would you 

move in this? Would your kingdom come in this? Would your will be done with this?” 

Remember persistence is one lesson we learned, so start praying daily for God to move in 

your impossible thing. Also, ask others to pray for your situation.
